International Terminal Bathrooms Light

Stakeholder Notice: Issued 22 October 2024 

OVERVIEW 

A phased enhancement of the bathroom facilities on Level 2 and Level 3 of the International 
Terminal Building (ITB) will involve a cosmetic refresh along with the replacement of fixtures and 
finishes. The upgrades will cover accessible restrooms, male and female bathrooms, and a 
parent's room. 

UPCOMING WORKS 

The first stage of these works will be to the ITB Level 2 bathrooms below:  

• Southern Arrivals Hall amenities  

• Arrivals Gate 79/80 amenities 

 
The planned works are low impact and will be contained within the amenities areas. 

TIMING OF WORKS 

Commencement Date: Monday 28 October 2024 

 

Completion Date: Friday 22 November 2024 

IMPACT 

The below areas identified in the below location plans will be closed for the duration of the works:  

• Southern Arrivals Hall amenities  

• Arrivals Gate 79/80 amenities 

The nearest available facilities will be signposted in accordance with BAC Wayfinding Guidelines.  

 

There will be some minor noise in close proximity to the works areas throughout the project, 

however, as the works are low-impact and do not involve any major demolition, the noise is not 

expected to transfer to adjacent areas below or above. 

 

A decibel reader will be on site to monitor the activity to ensure compliance with industry standards 

for noise regulation.

CONTRACTOR ACCESS ROUTES 
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METHODOLOGY 

Wayfinding signage will be set up starting at 7 AM on Monday, October 28, 2024, to help 

passengers find nearby facilities. Hoarding will also be placed at the Arrivals Hall and amenities at 

Gate 79/80. 

 

Demolition of existing bathroom fixtures will begin on Wednesday, October 30, 2024, followed by 

renovations. These activities will occur during quieter hours, typically from 11 AM to 3 PM. 

 

Once completed, both amenity areas will receive new fixtures, finishing touches, and a thorough 

cleaning. The work zones will be cleared, and amenities will reopen by 4 PM on Friday, October 

22, 2024.
